Commissioner Oxendine gave updates on Henderson Park and New Backstop and dugouts. He announced the Senior outing set for April 29, 2011, 40 people have already registered. Commissioner Womack asked why there weren’t more buses for the trip. Town Manager Long said due to budget restraints. She said the Easter Egg Hunt would be held at Beacham Park from 12-2. He said he had some information on the Summer Sports Programs. So far 6 teams, 2 t-ball, 2 lil league and team for girls softball.

Commissioner Womack discussed his committee activities. He said the police department was on track and everything is looking good. He discussed the letter received from QueHill Fire Department. There was a discussion if it was legal. Town Attorney Sojka said that he had questions about that and would look into it further.

Town Manager Long said that Public Works would be working on  the cemeteries but things had been delayed because several workers went to help out Rowland with cleanup from the Tornadoes. He said the Learning Academy would be ready in May, there had been some delays. 
4. Police Chief Report

Chief Williams brought the Step Team and said he would like to recognize them. They will be participating in the Regional Competition on April 30, 2011. He said the Emergency Assistance List was now complete. He reported there had been some gang activity in Henderson Park but the department was on top of it. He said he is planning a police department Town Hall Forum in the near future where citizens can come out and express concerns they have about crime in town.  He reported that PALS had been approved for a mentoring program.
