CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Gladys Dean gave the welcome and called the April 5, 2011 special meeting of the Town of Maxton Board of Commissioners to order at 6:30 p.m.  Commissioner Morrison motioned and Commissioner McDougald seconded to approve the agenda as follows:

I. NEW BUSINESS

A. Discussion/Approval of Hiring Interstate Credit Collection to Collect Taxes(from $500 - $4900)- Angie Hutchins, Interstate Credit Collections 

Recommendation: Approve hiring Interstate Credit Collection for delinquent tax collection (from $500 - $4900)

Town Manager Long said that he didn’t believe that contracting with Robeson County to collect taxes is a good idea. He said foreclosures have been filed for cases over $5,000 but has not improved tax collection on smaller accounts. Angie Hutchinson came forward and reported that ICC can report delinquent taxes to credit report which the Town cannot do. There is a 25% contingent fee on collected taxes.
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to hire ICC.  Commissioner Morrison motioned to hire ICC for collection of delinquent taxes of $500 to $4900 for a one year subject to ICCs normal contract terms.  Commissioner Womack seconded the motion.   The vote was three for (Commissioners Oxendine, Morrison, Womack) and one against (Commissioner McDougald). The motion carried.

B. Discussion of Industrial Planned Unit Development (P.U.D) and Annexation – Patterson Property – Roger Sheats, Carolina Reusable Fuel, L.L.C.

Town Manager Long said the subject property is in Town’s ETJ. Mr. Sheats said he has four partners in this venture. Mr. Sheats reported his plans for a Maxton area renewable fuel plant. A presentation was given by W.K. Dickson, Civil Engineering/Consulting Firm whose corporate office is located in Charlotte, NC.
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to authorize W.K. Dickson to price PUD annexation of Patterson property on Rockingham Road. Commissioner McDougald motioned to authorize W.K. Dickson to price PUD annexation of Patterson property on Rockingham Road..  Commissioner Womack seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.
