CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Gladys Dean gave the welcome and called the August 17, 2010 regular meeting of the Town of Maxton Board of Commissioners to order at 7:00 p.m. 

Invocation:  The invocation was given by Commissioner Victor Womack.
Adoption of Proposed Agenda

Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to adopt the proposed agenda with the addition of closed session and to move Item D under New Business to the first item of the Agenda.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve the proposed agenda with the addition of closed session and to move Item D under New Business to the first item of the Agenda.  Commissioner McDougald seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

RECOGNITION
Mayor Dean called the Maxton Girl’s Softball Champions Coach and Team forward to be recognized by the Board of Commissioner and citizens. Mayor Dean asked the coach to speak and introduce the players.  The coach proudly introduced the players and spoke of the great job each player had done to help the team bring home the victory. Mayor Dean called for applause for the players and the coaches. Everyone gave a standing ovation. Mayor Dean and the member of the Board offered congratulations to the team and their parents who were present.

Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to adopt the consent agenda.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve the consent agenda.  Commissioner Morrison seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARINGS
1. Closeout of 2007 Community Development Program

Mayor Dean called the public hearing to order and asked Warren Wooten with the Wooten Company to present information concerning the closeout of the 2007 CDBG Program.  Mr. Wooten presented a brief overview of the Graham Street Revitalization project. He spoke of the different activities of the project. Mr. Wooten concluded his presentation.   Mayor Dean asked if anyone would like to come forward to speak. No one came forward. Mayor Dean closed the public hearing for the CDBG closeout.
I. OLD BUSINESS

A. Discuss/Approval of Revised 2010-2011 General Fund Budget
Recommendation: Approve the Revised 2010-2011 General Fund Budget.

Town Manager Long presented information on the changes that took place in the General Fund. With no questions from the Board, Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve the revised 2010-2011 General Fund Budget   Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve the revised 2010-2011 General Fund Budget.    Commissioner McDougald seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

B. Discussion/Approval of Land Donation for New Police Department
Recommendation: Approve Land Donation.
Attorney Nick Sojka gave an overview of the land donation from Smith’s Refrigeration.
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve the receipt of the land donation from Smith Refrigeration.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve and receive the land donation.    Commissioner Morrison seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

II. NEW BUSINESS
A. Discussion/ Approval of Prudential DEF Comp 457 at no additional cost to Town – Mr. Clay Thompson

Recommendation: Approve DEF Comp 457 for Town employees. 

Mr. Clay Thompson from Prudential came forward to present information on the benefits of the DEF Comp 457 Plan and asked the Board of Commissioners to approve making this plan available to the Town employees. 

Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve making the DEF Comp 457 Plan available to Town Employees.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve making the DEF Comp 457 plan available to Town Employees.  Commissioner Womack seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

B. NC Rural Water Association Presentation of Plaque to Town of Maxton


No Action Required

Al Slover from NC Rural Water Association came forward and presented the plaque for the best tasting water in NC to the Town of Maxton.  Mr. Slover said that there was a significant score difference between Maxton and the other competition. Mr. Slover commended Mr. Combs and the Town Manager and Officials for the excellent job they have done improving the water quality in Maxton.  
C. Discussion/Approval/Adoption of Resolution for Sale of Laurinburg-Maxton Airbase Land to UNICORE – Mayor Pro Tem Morton

Recommendation: Approve/Adopt Resolution for the Sale of Land to UNICORE 
Mayor Pro Tem Morton presented information on the proposed land purchase by UNICORE. Mayor Pro Tem Morton stated that UNICORE wants to purchase 20.22 acres of land that is adjacent to current property for $203,000.
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve the sell and adopt resolution for the sale of land to Unicore at the Laurinburg Maxton Airbase. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

1. Recreation Committee – Chair-Commissioner Ray Oxendine Vice-Chair – Commissioner Vivian Morrison

Commissioner Oxendine gave a brief overview of youth sports activities offered by Robeson County Parks and Recreation Department for the Fall. 
2. Economic Development Committee Chair-Commissioner James McDougald  Vice Chair- Commissioner Victor Womack Vice-Chair 
Commissioner McDougald read off the recipients for the Mini and Façade Grant Awards. Approval of Mini and Façade Grants:
i. Maxton Supply Hardware Company – Carl Clark -Mini Grant- $5,000.00
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve mini grant application for $5,000.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve mini grant application for $5,000 to Maxton Supply Hardware. Commissioner Womack seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

ii. Massiamo Classic Clothing – Delia Quaison – Mini Grant - $4,740
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve mini grant application for $4,740.  Commissioner Womack motioned to approve mini grant application for $4,740 to Massiamo Classic Clothing.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

iii. Paul’s Barber Shop – Paul and Mattie McCallum– Mini Grant - $4,900.00
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve mini grant application for $4,900.  Commissioner Oxendine motioned to approve mini grant application for $4,900 to Paul’s Barber Shop.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

iv. Christopher Chestnut, CPA – Mini Grant -$5,000.00
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve mini grant application for $5,000.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve mini grant application for $5,000 to Christopher Chestnut.  Commissioner McDougald seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

v. First Path Home Health-Christopher Chestnut- Mini Grant - $5,000.00
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve mini grant application for $5,000.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve mini grant application for $5,000 to First Path Home Health- Christopher Chestnut. Commissioner McDougald seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

vi. Maxton Supply Hardware Company – Carl Clark - Three Façade Grants – Totaling - $15, 122.24.
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to approve three façade grant application for $15,122.24 to Maxton Supply Hardware Company.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve three façade grant application for $15,122.24 to Maxton Supply Hardware Company. Commissioner Womack seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

Commissioner McDougald said that the NC Step Design Committee had met and had decided to use only Pittsburg Paint historical colors for the Facades. He asked that the Board of Commissioners vote on this item.  

3. Public Safety Committee Chair-Commissioner Victor Womack Vice-Chair – Commissioner James McDougald
Commissioner Womack announced that the next Public Safety Committee meeting would be held on Thursday, August 26, 2010. He said there would be much to discuss concerning the performance and the response time of EMS in the area. He said that he had spoke with Mr. Long and would like to hire 2 people for EMS in Maxton. 
4. DPW and W/WW Committee Chair - Mayor Pro Tem Emmett Morton Vice-Chair – Commissioner Ray Oxendine
Mayor Pro Tem Morton announced that the next DPW and W/WW Committee meeting would be held on Thursday, August 19 at 6:30 at the Freight Building.
5. Intergovernmental Relations & Community Relations Chair – Commissioner Vivian Morrison Vice-Chair – Mayor Pro Tem Emmett Morton

a. Discussion of Chamber of Commerce Meeting
Commissioner Morrison gave the report of the last meeting. She stated that the Chamber of Commerce had announced that they would not require any funding from the Town and that the Executive Director would remain and the Chamber would take care of her salary.  She also announced that the Chamber would be moving forward with fundraising efforts. Commissioner Morrison also spoke about the Freight Building events so far. She said that she had some housekeeping issues that needed to be addressed: a dumpster in the back of the building for trash from events, possibly hire a cleaning crew as needed to clean bathrooms, have cleaning supplies available, toilet paper, paper towels). Commissioner Morrison stated that she had spoken to someone who had an event at the Freight Building and he had to clean up the building before his event. Commissioner Morrison said that this should not be the case for persons renting the facility.
NEW STAFF INTRODUCTIONS – No New Staff Introductions at this meeting. 
REPORTS
1. Police Chief Report

Chief Williams came forward and spoke to Commissioners about the upcoming task force events where officer from other municipalities with specialties will assist in Maxton and some of our officers will assist in other Municipalities. Chief Williams stated the Police Department is still actively working to assist Housing Authority with crime and trespassing. Chief Williams said they are having great success with this. He said that PALS will be starting the new football season soon.
2. Library Committee Report

Commissioner Oxendine stated that he had spoke with the library staff about the results of the new extended hours. The staff had responded that there had only been approximately four to six persons in the library during those hours.
3. Commissioner’s Reports

Commissioner Oxendine asked for an update on the Town’s welcome signs. Town Manager Long stated that the new signs should be in September 13. Commissioner Morrison asked if a big tree limb by the railroad on Wilmington Street could be removed. 
4. Manager’s Report

Town Manager Long announced that Congressman McIntyre had stopped by. Town Manager Long had given him an overview of the Learning Academy Project. He also announced that the Town has received the Rural Water Grant for $40,000.

PUBLIC FORUM
Mayor Dean opened the public forum.
Ms. Geraldine McLaurin came forward and stated that she had two questions for the Council. The first question was “Will the Town Manager and Police Chief move to Maxton? No response was given. Then she asked, What is being done with the property on Hooper Street where the New Learning Academy will be? She stated that it looked terrible, the grass hadn’t been cut and it was very disappointing.

Mayor Dean asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting. Mayor Pro Tem Morton made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Morrison seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.  The meeting adjourned.
