CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Gladys Dean gave the welcome and called the June 15, 2010 regular meeting of the Town of Maxton Board of Commissioners to order at 7:00 p.m. 

Invocation:  The invocation was given by Mayor Pro Tem Morton.
Adoption of Proposed Agenda
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to adopt the proposed agenda.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton motioned to approve the proposed agenda.  Commissioner McDougald seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

2. Tax Releases

Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to adopt the consent agenda.  Commissioner Womack motioned to approve the consent agenda.  Mayor Pro Tem Morton seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

Public Hearings
1. Notice of closeout 2007 Community Development Program
Mayor Dean called the public hearing to order and asked Warren Wooten with the Wooten Company to present information concerning the closeout of the 2007 CDBG Program.  Mr. Wooten presented a brief overview of the Graham Street Revitalization project. He spoke of the different activities of the project. He presented pictures of the before and after of some of the houses. Mr. Wooten said that the project still had some work to be done. Commissioner McDougald asked how many units? Mr. Wooten stated that there are still three more homes to have work done. Mr. Wooten concluded his presentation.   Mayor Dean asked if anyone would like to come forward to speak. No one came forward. Mayor Dean closed the public hearing for the CDBG closeout.
2. Town of Maxton Proposed FY 2010-2011 Municipal Budget
Mayor Dean called the public hearing of the Proposed FY 2010-2011 Municipal Budget to order and asked if anyone would like to come forward and speak.  Pat Middleton of the Maxton Public Library came forward and expressed her concerns about the support for the Maxton Public Library.  Ms. Middleton spoke of all the activities available at the library and why she thought that the Town should not cut the donation Maxton gives to the library. Commissioner Womack commented that his concern was the hours of operation of the library. Ms. Middleton responded Mondays, 12-6, Tuesdays, 2-8, Wednesdays 11-6, Thursdays and Fridays 12-6. He wanted to know why the library was not opened more hours. Tina Stepp, Director of the Robeson County Public Library System came forward to answer this question. She responded that one of the reasons for the hours was lack of funding. A discussion ensued about the hours of the Maxton Library and how it affects the citizens who work. Commissioner Womack said that this is simply a problem that needs to be corrected. Ms. Stepp said that the Library serves students from daycares and elementary schools during the present hours of operation. Mr. Long resumed presenting the proposed budget to the Board of Commissioners.
