The Town of Maxton Board of Commissioners held the May 18th reconvened meeting on Wednesday, May 26, 2010 with the following members present:

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Gladys Dean gave the welcome and reconvened the May 18th recessed meeting of the Town of Maxton Board of Commissioners at 7:00 p.m.

INVOCATION: Invocation given by Commissioner Oxendine.

ADOPTION OF NEW AGENDA ITEMS
Mayor Gladys Dean asked for a motion to adopt the agenda with the New Items under New Business.  Commissioner McDougald motioned to approve the agenda with the new items under new business.  Commissioner Womack seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

I. NEW BUSINESS

A. Utility Service Co. Inc. Water Tank Maintenance Contract Cancellation

Recommendation: Cancel Water Tank Maintenance Contract with Utility Service Co.
Mayor Gladys Dean opened the floor for a motion.  Commissioner McDougald motioned to give Town Manager permission to cancel the maintenance contract on the 100,000 gallon and 200,000 gallon tanks.  Commissioner Oxendine seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

B. NC Step Mini Grant Approval – Bill’s Place 

Recommendation:  Approve the grant application for Bill’s Place

Mayor Gladys Dean opened the floor for a motion.  Commissioner Morrison motioned to approve the $5,000 grant application for Bill’s Place.  Commissioner Oxendine seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

C. Information on Recycling Center in Maxton – Mr. Locklear
Mr. Locklear came forward with information on his business and what he would be doing with the building on Central Street. He said that it would be kept clean. The Commissioners asked several questions about what could be recycled, costs, upkeep of facility, etc. Mayor Dean asked Town Clerk/Zoning Officer Smith to give information concerning the zoning regulations for the building that Mr. Locklear was proposing to place his recycling center. Town Clerk/Zoning Officer Smith said that the Building was spot zoned Highway Business (HB), which did not allow recycling facilities as neither a permitted-use or conditional/special exception use. Mr. Locklear would have to apply for a rezone to Light Industrial which is the only zoning district that allows that type of business. Town Attorney Sojka added that it would also be permitted only as a conditional/special exception permit.
D. Maxton Youth Center Project Contract Award

Recommendation: Table until to June 15 to allow Attorney Sojka, Mr. Wooten and Install, Inc come up with alternative plan
Warren Wooten, the Wooten Company, came forward and spoke of the meeting with DCA that he and the Town Manager had today due to the pricing of the bids for the Youth Center. Because the lowest bid is still nearly 190,000 over the current available grant for the project, Town Manager Long and Mr. Wooten asked DCA for additional funds on the grant the Town has. Mr. Wooten suggested two options to the Commissioners. One options was getting additional funding from DCA, the second option would be to come up with value engineering contract that would cut the price by getting rid of certain elements of the building such as the large meeting room, brick exterior, and accordion walls. Town Attorney Sojka asked what the total of the value engineering? Mr. Wooten replied approximately $80,000.
Mayor Gladys Dean opened the floor for a motion.  Commissioner McDougald motioned to table issue until June 15 to allow Install, Inc, Warren Wooten and the Town Attorney to come up with a fall back position.  Commissioner Oxendine seconded the motion.   The vote was unanimous. The motion carried.

Mayor Dean asked for a motion to adjourn meeting. Commissioner Oxendine motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Oxendine seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous. The motion carried. The meeting adjourned.
